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Program Description

The basic mission of the Department of Journalism is to educate and train our students as prospective journalists, who are
committed to the ethical values of the profession, act in a socially responsible manner, defend the freedom of the press and
expression, and be able to analyze social, economic, cultural, and political problems. The department creates a conducive
atmosphere so that academic staff could inspire the students to become critical thinkers. The curriculum which has been created
to meet this mission combines a theoretical framework in diverse subjects such as theories of mass communication, cultural
studies, media studies, communication ethics, media law and the relationship between media and society with the practical
courses such as news gathering and writing, interviewing, investigative reporting, newspaper designing, online journalism, and
Radio-TV journalism.

The vision of the Department is to increase motivation among the students by creating a challenging and competitive
environment in the  department, and thus substantially increase the number of our students.

The department of Journalism has adapted its curriculum according to the needs of General Education structure. Actually the
program of the department was very close to the needs of this system therefore no drastic changes have taken place. The
Department has accepted from the very beginning that it is necessary to have a multidisciplinary curriculum for the students of
Journalism.

During the SWOT analysis of the Department, it was decided that the internship which was voluntary should be turned into a
core course. Taking this in to consideration, we have added a non-credit core course to the curriculum. We believe that 15 days
of compulsory internship will be very useful for the students and we hope that that will accustom them to further voluntary
internships.

Taking the needs of a modern journalist into consideration, the Department has added core courses such as “Newspaper
Design” on computer and “Online Journalism” to the new curriculum.

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Course Descriptions — | - English: All compulsory courses offered by the department of the program

1. JOUR281 Introduction to Journalism

The aim of the course is to familiarize students with the profession of journalism. The students taking this introductory course will learn and
understand the fundamental elements of journalism. A variety of issues related to journalism will be discussed. The students completing the
course will have a basic understanding about journalism, news, news values, sources, news selection, news writing, and ethical values.
Topics to be covered are: the mission of journalism; journalism as truth-telling; journalism and the public; verification; journalism as the
fourth estate; journalists and their sources; journalism as a public forum; news values; basic elements of news; techniques of news writing;
techniques of news interviewing.

2. JOUR283 Basic Photography

This course will teach the fundamentals of still photography. Students will learn 33mm camera techniques, lenses, emulsions, exposure
control, visualisation, and portfolio preparation. Students are required to have a 35mm camera and 33mm color slide film. Students are also
responsible for having the 35mm color slide film processed. Class sessions will alternate between discussions on photographic theory and
practice and the presentation of class assignments. Students will prepare and present a photographic portfolio as their final class project.

3. JOUR282 History of Journalism

The course covers the history of journalism in the world from seventeenth century to the present. Topics to be included: first newspapers
and the historical-political conditions that helped the development of the newspapers; regulations relating the press; development of press
freedom; the relationship between the press and the political systems; Colonial press; international and national news agencies; history and
development of journalism in the Ottoman Empire and in modern Turkey; history and development of journalism in Cyprus.

4. JOUR381 Basic News Writing

This course introduces students to the fundamentals of news writing and reporting with special emphasis on subjects such as, deciding
which stories to develop, phases of a developing story, types of quotations, when and how to attribute, quoting anonymous sources,
making use of written, electronic and human sources, and guidelines of conducting and structuring an interview.

5. JOUR383 Newspaper Design

This course aims at introducing the fundamentals of newspaper design by using a personal computer. The course covers the basic
elements of newspaper page layout.

Students are expected to develop the technical and artistic skills required to produce professional-quality newspaper using desktop
publishing software and hardware. Skills emphasized will include basic familiarity with layout software (Quark Xpress), drawing software
(Adobe lllustrator) and image-editing software (Adobe Photoshop). Topics to be included are: identifying and using basic design elements;
composing tabloid size newspaper layout; editing pictures; writing headlines; using visuals.

6. JOUR382 Advanced News Writing

The aim of the course is to teach students to organize and write advanced assignments such as feature stories, in-depth and investigate
stories, and other specialties such as politics, environment, and legal affairs. Students will produce weekly news reports in the following
categories: beat reporting; covering police; covering national politics; covering international politics; news interview; entertainment news;
investigative news; in-depth news; covering sports; writing opinion articles.

7. JOUR384 Online Journalism

The primary goal of this course is to prepare journalism students to the 21% century. The Internet has become not only an important tool for
journalists to find information, but it has also become an excellent medium by which to disseminate journalistic products. In this course, the
students will practice preparing stories online. The topics covered in this course will include online research and reporting, online story
construction, nonlinear story telling, and ethical issues in online journalism

8. JOUR487 Broadcast Journalism
There is a big competition among the media for covering the news stories. In many events the story or the facts are the same but the
presentation is different. Every media has its own rules and conditions. In this course students will learn the rules and techniques for writing
and reporting for TV and radio, special consideration for TV news, electronic news editing and the common news gathering process. At the
end of this course students will be able to define and produce news and other products for broadcast.

9. JOUR483 Ethics in Journalism
This is an upper-level course that highlights ethical concerns specifically related to practitioners. The course focuses on real-life problems
faced by journalists in the day-to-day decision-making process. Topics of the course include: freedom of expression and the press; major
ethical philosophies; truth and objectivity in journalism; privacy; relations with the news sources; conflicts of interests; ethically questionable
methods; covering tragedies; covering children; covering women; ethical codes throughout the world; news councils and ombudsmanship
as accountability systems.

10. | JOUR481 Literary Styles in Journalism
To meet satisfactory journalistic standard, a story should answer the “so what™ as well as the who, what, when, were, why and how. This
course will concentrate on the investigative journalism and encourage students to notice details on various issues, and to ask questions
that will elicit details. Students will learn and practice how to choose a subject for investigation, how to find the sources, handling
information and writing it for the media.

All students in the department of journalism are required to find an internship position in the Turkish Cypriot, Turkish, or international news
media (newspaper, television, radio, or internet) for at least 120 hours (minimum 15 days) before registering this course or fulfill this
requirement after the registration. Students have to provide satisfactory reports written and signed by the editor of the relevant media.

Students are expected to publish a newspaper either individually or in teams of two or three in each group. Each student is expected to
produce a six-page newspaper. They should write the news during the semester and attend the discussions of the editing sessions in the
classroom. At the end of the semester, each of the groups must design and publish their original newspaper and defend their work in front
of a jury, composed of academicians and active journalists.

The basic aim of this course is to concentrate on journalism from sociological perspectives. The major influences on journalism and news
are to be discussed. Upon completion of this course, the students will become critically aware of the importance of journalism for society,
professional values of journalists, news production processes, and news values. Topics to be discussed are: definitions of news; theoretical
approaches towards news; news selection and gate-keeping; professional values of journalists; political factors and news; economic factors
and news; news sources; organizational factors; journalism and objectivity; news and ideology; tabloidisation of news.

In addition to providing the students with the
necessary knowledge and skills to understand and analyze interpersonal, intercultural, mass and computer-mediated communications, the
course aims to equip students with the tools needed to open the communication field to critical scrutiny. With the acquisition of study skills
to grasp the meaning of communicated messages in their wider social, political and historical contexts, and by dealing with the debates
concerning the different conceptualizations and practices of communication from issues related with language, discourse and
representation to existing institutions and regulations of telecommunication, the students can expect to cultivate an ethical sense of
responsibility concerning their communicative actions.

COMM103 Media Literacy

This course provides a broad framework for the development of a critical appreciation of the media that is essential both for the
development of an informed citizenry and for those whose goal it is to express themselves through the communication arts media.
Participants will consider the importance of media literacy to democracy through a broad range of issues that may include ownership and
control, regulation and policy, production and circulation, construction and interpretation of signs, power, gender and media, children and
advertising, censorship, racism and stereotyping. The emphasis is on developing the capacity to carefully evaluate media forms and

content, develop a language of media critique, and appreciate the role that media play in partially constructing our sense of social reality.

It is concerned with illustrating how
different theoretical traditions affect the types of questions asked about the communication process, the knowledge produced from
engaging those questions and the way we perceive the relationship between communication media and society

This course introduces cultural studies as a critical, transdisciplinary, and international approach to communication studies pointing out
that the making of culture is always mediated through communication. The course introduces the notion of culture not in the narrow
sense as referring to the objects of aesthetic excellence (“high art”), but as the texts and practices of everyday life where such divisions
are established and contested. The emphasis is on analyzing how culture is made by peoples (1) who are increasingly interconnected as
well as distinguished by global webs and flows of communication, (2) who use the repertoire of commodities supplied by the culture
industries (film, television, music, publishing, advertising, architecture, etc.) in their making of culture, and (3) to what extent the particular
examples of such “making” are supportive or subversive of dominant understandings of the world.

This course deals with significant and contemporary theoretical developments that have recast many of our received conceptions of
communication and the media in a new light by both highlighting their inadequacies and shortcomings, and opening the way to a
theoretically more sophisticated and practically more relevant understanding. Poststructuralist, postmodern and postcolonial theories
together with gender, ethnic and queer perspectives, as well as contemporary theorizations of ethics are discussed concerning self-other,
gender, sexual, inter-national, global relations and communications. The convergence of contemporary critical theory and technology in
the make-up of the Internet and the World Wide Web and the promised potential for democracy of the Internet are also discussed.

18. COMM122 Sociology of Communication
Sociology plays a key role in modern intellectual debates around culture and society in the social sciences. Sociology charts historical
transformations and provides ways of understanding contemporary social developments. The main aim of this course is to provide an
overview of sociology both in theory and in practice in order to help students to grasp and better understand the social structures and
culture of their own society and the societies of others. This course will also provide students with opportunities to discuss conceptual and
theoretical constructs in social theory relevant to the social and cultural aspects of communication and media. Topics to be covered
include: communication and society; ideology and media; gender and media; crime and media; media and ethnicity; communication
technology and social change; globalization.

The course
will pay focused attention to the political economy of the electronic and print media in order to encourage in students the capacity for an
active understanding of the interrelatedness of media policy, regulation, financing, ownership, control, production, distribution, and
exhibition/circulation of information originating in the electronic and print media.
